CHOOSING JESUS
To receive Jesus as your Lord and 
Savior, pray this out loud:

JESUS, I confess that You are my 
Lord and Savior. I believe in my 
heart that GOD raised You from  
the dead. By faith in Your Word,  
I receive salvation.

Congratulations! You are now 
born again. You are now a new 
creation. You have a new nature. 
In your spirit, you are NOW one 
with the Lord (1 Cor 6:17).

Choosing Jesus as your 
Lord and Savior is the most 
important decision you will 
ever make.

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BRAND NEW CREATION
What happens when you receive 
Jesus as Lord and Savior? You 
become a brand new creation 
with a brand new nature the very 
moment you commit your life to 
Jesus Christ! You become just like 
Jesus in your spirit (1 John 4:17—
As He is, so are we in this world).

RIGHTEOUS NATURE
Your new nature becomes a righteous 
nature. All your sins are forgiven: past, 
present and even future. God’s focus 
is on your new, righteous nature now. 
Why? Because as your Father, He loves 
you unconditionally! Jesus reconciles 
you back into a perfect relationship 
with Him. This reconciliation is past 
tense. Done. Finished. When a person 
receives Jesus as their Lord and 
Savior, they “receive an abundance of 
grace and of the gift of righteousness” 
which will cause them to “reign in life 
by one, Jesus Christ (Rom 5:17).”

ONE SPIRIT WITH GOD
Now it is also important to 
understand that you become one 
spirit with the Lord (1 Cor 6:17). 
This word one in the Greek means 
ONE in English. Numeral 1. One is 
used also in 1 Tim 2:5, which says 
“For there is one God, and one 
mediator between God and men, 
the man Christ Jesus.” 

 � Therefore if any man [be] in 
Christ, [he is] a new creature: old 
things are passed away; behold, 

all things are become new.

SPIRITUAL REBIRTH
Not only that, but the Holy Spirit  
wraps His spirit around your spirit  
and you become one-third perfect.  
1 Thess 5:23 says you are a spirit, soul 
and body: three parts. It’s important 
to understand that it is your spirit 
that is made brand new when you 
receive Jesus as your Lord and Savior. 
It becomes as perfect as it will ever be 
throughout all eternity.  You become 
adopted into God’s family (Eph 1:5)! 
God becomes your Father.

There is nothing that can hinder 
your relationship with Him any 
longer . . . except YOU. Now you 
can approach the throne of 
grace boldly to receive whatever 
you need at any time (Heb 4:16).  
The way has already been paved 
by Jesus Christ! That’s exciting! 
You are in the family of God.
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
